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20/20 Vision voluneer committee says facilities must be addresse@ westlake City
School District has a problem that must be addressed responsibly and soon. That problem is aging facilities that r
longer work to provide an updated education. The recommendation to address failing facilities comes directly fron
community members who volunteered on a 20/20 Vision Committee and other community and staff feedback.
20/20 Vision is a 2ember, volunteer group of local residents formed to address and review facility needs. They
toured schools, compared Westlake with simil&stdcts and reviewed the Ohio School Facilities (OSFC) and Lesko
Architecture studies. According to the 20/20 Vision Committee, the OSFC and Lesko Architecture of Westlake, the
school district faces serious challenges in finding adequate space for emhatateeds within existing facilities
with major flaws. Their findings show that our schools have aging boilers that are expensive to maintain and
operate, antiquated electrical systems that make it impossible to integrate technology into educationaintern
walls that are separating from the structures, and, most significantly, overcrowding to the point that children are
learning in converted closets and other spaces that were never intended for instruction. Since the schools are cle:
and generally welnaintained, it is extremely difficult for the average citizen to assess the current state of
facilities. So the Board of Education decided to involve community members in the facilities study process.
Since the district has done a good job of deliveringaadion, the facilities problem has largely flown under the
radar. But as time passes, the problems will worsen and expenses will rise. Construction costs escalate quickly, a
every year we wait to address our facilities problems, the cost increasess Bmisirgent issue.
In January, after much study, thought and discussion, the 20/20 Vision Committee made its presentation to the
Board, offering two educational options to pursue:

Option 1: Five buildings in a grade-level configuration.

Option 2: Six buildings in a regional elementary configuration. The next step is to raise awareness and support
for improving facilities and to respond to community concerns.

GENERAL ANNOUNCEMENTS
Scheduling for 2009-10 - As of May 1 no changes will occur unless:
1. There is a technical error in the scheduling process.
2. If it becomes clear that the student is academically misplaced as determined by the classroom teacher.
3. There is a scheduling conflict, (conflicts occur when courses that the student requests meet at the same time).

Scheduling for 2009-10: Planning a schedule for the next school year is a difficult task and situations may occur requiring a change in

that schedule. These schedule changes, however, have a serious effect on class size, teacher assignments and the overall master

schedule, and therefore, will be approved sparingly. The student and parent are urged not to plan a program with the idea that it can be

changed. Students and parentss houl d al so be aware that when a student dr ops
withdrawal will appear on the report card and the transcript.

AP 2009-10: Enrollment in AP courses will continue to require participation in the AP exam, as per the Program of Studies. Since this
examination can result in college credit of significant benefit, students are expected to assume the cost of the exam (typically about

$86). Financial assistance is available in cases of financial need if the family meets pre-established criteria, including the Federal Free

and Reduced Student Lunch Program. Applications for this program are available by going to the high school web page and clicking

Promotion to the next grade level: Students are reminded that promotion to the next grade level is based on credits earned. To be in
10" grade a student must have earned 5.5 credits, to be in 11" grade — 11 credits and to be in 12" grade — 16.50 credits. Students who
have failed one or more classes may need to attend summer school. Only one credit can be earned in summer school if the student
attends both semesters.

Summer School: Any student who failed a core class (English, Social Studies, Science or Math) in the first semester should plan to
attend the first semester of summer school. A first semester class can only be made up during the first semester of summer school and
a second semester class can only be made up during the second semester of summer school. Only one semester course can be taken in
each semester of summer school. The maximum number of credit that can be earned in a semester of summer school is .50 credits.
Information on summer school will be available on the district web site in April.

Summer Programs: Many colleges offer summer academic programs that can be taken for enrichment. There can be many benefits
to doing this, including gaining knowledge, meeting new people and experiencing a college environment. In addition, such
experiences look impressive on the college application. A list of summer programs is available on the Guidance web page. Many
colleges offer summer athletic programs as well. Students can find out information about these from the athletic office at the college.

Tips For Students Planning To Enter College In The Fall:

1. Attend orientation. At orientation, you will receive a great deal of useful information about the college or university you plan
to attend. You will probably select your coursesatt hi s t i me. Become familiar with
academic requirements of the college.

2. Be thinking about a major. Even i f you don’t have a ma.
a major. Knowing that much can help you and your advisor formulate ideas about your curriculum and career options.

3. Plan to meet with your advisor at least once each semester or quarter. This will help you to accurately plan your schedule for
the major you plan to pursue. It may save you time and money.

4. Buy a planner. Use it. Staying organized and managing time well can be the difference between being an average student and
a superior one.

5. Assess your study skills and habits. Be honest with yourself. Assume that you are going to have to put in a good deal of time
outside of class to get the same grades that you did in high school. A good gauge is 1-2 hours outside of class for every hour
of class time.

6. Set aside time to study and stick to it. This may mean leaving the dorm and going to the library or some other quiet place.

7. Don't assume that you don’'t have to study because you

8. Talk to your professors or grad assistants, it will help them to know who you are. This could make a difference as they grade

INFORMATION FOR JUNIORS
College Planning: Now is the time to begin researching colleges. You can search online; links to various sites are available on the WHS
Guidance Department web page. All colleges encourage campus visits; many have special fall or spring programs for visiting high school

student s. Remember; as you consider various col | eg kofthem.tybue r
task is to discover aghdt chboseyau.col | e&Ngwe stimagtl ei ot tege w
compromise.

Campus Visits: Summer vacation is an excellent time to visit colleges. Be sure to call the admissions office to arrange for a campus
tour well ahead of your scheduled visit.

Scholarship Scams: Scholarship information is available at no cost through many sources including the Guidance Office, Cleveland
Scholarship, books and online sites. Be wary of scholarship services that charge money — you can get the same information for free by
requesting it from those mentioned above. Also check the Guidance Department web page at www.wlake.org. Click on the school
icon, high school, and guidance department.

ACT/SAT Tests: Students planning to attend a four-year college or university need to take the SAT Reasoning Test and/or ACT
exam. We recommend taking these exams in the spring of the junior year. The SAT exam now has three sections, Critical Reading,
Mathematics and Writing. More information on this test can be found at www.collegeboard.com. The ACT exam has four sections,
English, Reading, Mathematics and Science. The ACT also has an optional writing section. Students taking only the ACT should take
the writing section at least once. More information on the ACT can be found on their web site at www.act.org. Both testing companies
prefer online registration, but paper registration materials are available in the guidance office. SAT 2 Subject Tests: Most highly
selective colleges require two or three SAT 2 Subject Tests as part of the application requirements. Students applying to selective
colleges will need to check with those colleges as to how many tests and which tests are required.
ACT/SAT PREP: Should a student take a test prep course or not? That is often a difficult question. The best preparation for college
entrance examinations is enrolling in and excelling in a rigorous college preparatory curriculum. However, if a student is motivated
and willing to put in the time a test prep course demands, test preparation can be helpful. Other less costly options are available and
these include:

1. The ACT has practice tests on its web site at www.act.org.

2. The College Board has test prep on its web site at www.collegeboard.com.

3. The WHS library has Princeton Review Books and ACT practice disks for student use.

4. Students can purchase a computer program for SAT/ACT review.

5. Area bookstores have a number of books on the topic.
